ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 6; BUILDINGS AND
BUILDING REGULATIONS;
ARTICLE I, IN GENERAL TO INCLUDE
SECTION 6.17; INTERNATIONAL PRPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE
OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES,
TOWN OF ATLANTIC BEACH, NORTH CAROLINA

WHEREAS, an ordinance of the Town of Atlantic Beach, adopting the most current publication of the International Property
Maintenance Code as approved by the recognized International Code Council, regulating and governing the conditions and
maintenance of all property, buildings and structures; by providing the standards for supplied utilities and facilities and other
physical things and conditions essential to ensure that structures are safe, sanitary and fit for occupation and use; and the
condemnation of buildings and structures unfit for human occupancy and use and the demolition of such structures in the
Town of Atlantic Beach; amending Chapter 6 of the Code of Ordinances, Town of Atlantic Beach to include Section 6-17
and all of its subsections and all other ordinances and parts of the ordinances in conflict therewith.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Atlantic Beach that the following section
of Chapter 6 of the Code of Ordinances, Town of Atlantic Beach are hereby amended to read as follows:

6.17.1 International Property Maintenance Code

A certain document, three (3) copies of which are on file in the office of the Town Clerk of the Town of Atlantic
Beach, being marked and designated as the “International Property Maintenance Code,” most current edition, as published
and approved by the International Code Council, and any subsequent amendments or successor triennial codes, is hereby
adopted as the Property Maintenance Code of the Town of Atlantic Beach, Carteret County, North Carolina, for regulating
and governing the conditions and maintenance of all property, buildings and structures; by providing the standards for
supplied utilities and facilities and other physical things and conditions essential to ensure that structures are safe, sanitary
and fit for occupation and use; and the condemnation of buildings and structures unfit for human occupancy and use, and the
demolition of such existing structures as herein provided; providing for the issuance of permits and collection fees therefor:
and each and all of the regulations, provisions, penalties, conditions and terms of said Property maintenance Code on file in
the office of the Town Clerk are hereby referred to, adopted, and made a part hereof, as if fully set out in this chapter, with
the additions, insertions, deletions and changes, if any, prescribed in 6.17.2 of this ordinance.

6.17.2 Revisions to International Property Maintenance Code

The following sections of the most current publication of the International Property Maintenance Code as approved
by the recognized International Code Council are hereby revised:

(a) In Section 101.1, Title, insert “Town of Atlantic Beach, Carteret County, North Carolina” in place of the bracketed
phrase “[NAME OF JURISDICTION].”

(b) In Section 103.5, Fees, insert “See Town of Atlantic Beach Fee Schedule as established by the Atlantic Beach Town
Council” in place of the bracketed phrase “[JURISDICTION TO INSERT APPROPRIATE SCHEDU LE)”

(c) In Section 302.4, Weeds, Insert “ten (10) inches” in place of the bracketed phrase “[jurisdiction to insert height in
inches].”

(d) In Section 304.14, Insect Screens, insert “January 1*" and “December 3 1™ respectively, in place of the two

bracketed terms “[DATE].”

(e) In Section 602.3, Heat Supply, insert “October 1*> and “April 1*** respectively, in place of the two bracketed terms
“[DATE).”
(N In Section 602.4, Occupiable Work Spaces, Insert “October 1** and “April 1%, « respectively, in places of the two

bracketed terms “[DATE].”
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6.17.3 Amendments to International Property Maintenance Code

The following sections of the most current publication of the International Property Maintenance Code as approved
by the recognized International Code Council are hereby amended:

(a) The phrase “Building Inspector” shall be substituted for the phrase “code official” wherever it appears in the
Property Maintenance Code.

(b) The phrase “Inspections Department” shall be substituted for the phrase “department of property maintenance
inspection” wherever it appears in the Property Maintenance Code.

(c) Section 111, Means of Appeal, shall be deleted in its entirety; Atlantic Beach Code of Ordinances Section 6-169,
Procedure for Enforcement, and North Carolina State Building Code; Administrative Code and Polices Chapter 2,
Administrative Policies, shall serve as the “Means of Appeal”.

In all matters that are regulated by the laws of the Commonwealth of North Carolina or by regulation of departments or
agencies of the commonwealth promulgated by authority of law, such laws or regulations, as the case may be, shall control
where requirements thereof are more restrictive than the provisions of the most current publication of the International
Property Maintenance Code as approved by the recognized International Code Council.

The provisions of this code, insofar as they are the same as those of ordinances and/or codes in force immediately prior to the
adoption of hereof, are intended as a continuation of such ordinances and/or codes and not as new enactments. The provisions
of this code shall not affect any act done or liability incurred prior to the adoption hereof, nor shall they affect any suit or

prosecution pending or to be instituted to enforce any right or penalty or punish any offense under the authority of any of the
repealed ordinances and/or codes.

This ordinance and the rules, regulations, provisions, requirements orders and matters established and adopted hereby shall
take effect and be in full force and effect immediately from and after the date of its final passage and adoption.

Adopted on a motion of Councilmember Batt, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Archer, and approved on a vote of 4 in favor
and 0 against.
